Sloths look like big brown clumps of fur.
They have thick gray to green fur so they can

camouflage themselves into the rain forest and

escape from predators. Their fur is green
because algae grows on them. The sloth has
almost no tail and no ears. The sloth has 2 to
3 black claws. Sloths sleep 4/5 of their life
time. The sloth hangs upside down.

Sloths are herbivores which mean they only
eat plants. The sloth’s teeth are like pegs so
they can’t eat meat. They eat high in the
canopy. Their favorite plant is the Cercropia.
Sloths are very picky eaters.

The sloth lives in the Amazon Rainforest high
in the canopy. They live in Argentina and
Bolivia, to western Venezuela and Central
America.

The baby will hang on to the mother’s belly
for 6-9 months, learning how to climb
branches and learning to eat the best plants.

The sloth’s main predator is “PEOPLE”. The
sloth stays high in trees to stay away from
predators, but if there is a predator in the
canopy, they can drop down and swim away!
Some raptors also eat sloth.
